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2002 Colorado Governor’s Cup

Notice of Race
1. The Regatta: Rocky Mountain Boatworks, as organizing authority, will conduct the Colorado Governor’s Cup at Cherry Creek Reservoir Saturday, September 14 and Sunday, September 15, 2002.
2. Rules: Races will be governed by The Racing Rules of Sailing, 2001-2004, the prescriptions of US Sailing, the rules of each class racing, the sailing instructions, and rules of the Colorado Parks Department and Cherry Creek State Park.
3. Classes: One design fleets with five (5) or more entries will be recognized as classes. Fewer than five entries per type may be grouped into PHRF or Portsmouth fleets. Additional classes will be established at the discretion of the Race Committee.
4. Entries: Entry may be made by members of an organization affiliated with a national governing body, which includes members of a club or fleet which is a member of SAIL or US Sailing, or individual members of SAIL or US Sailing. To enter, complete and sign the enclosed form, pay the entry fee specified, and mail the form and payment by September 7, 2002 to the address given. Or, late entry may be made at the time of Registration. The organizing authority retains the right to reject entries. Entry fees are $10.
5. Schedule: Registration will be held 0830-1000 hours September 14 on the main dock at Cherry Creek Marina. Sailing Instructions will be distributed to competitors at registration.  A competitor’s meeting will be held at 1030 hours. Warning Signal for the first race is anticipated at 1200, September 14. Warning signal for first race on September 15 is anticipated at 1100 hours. No race will be started after 1600 hours on Sunday, September 15.  Six races are planned. A minimum of one race completed will constitute the regatta.
6. Prizes: Trophies will be awarded based on the number of competitors in each class.
7. Changes to the Rules: The Race Committee may, in the sailing instructions, modify the Racing Rules.  Rules modifications will include Appendix A2 (no scores will be excluded).

8. Courses to be Sailed: Courses to be sailed will be described in the sailing instructions.
9. Scoring System: The regatta will be scored using the Low Point System in Appendix A of the Racing Rules of Sailing.
